The Association for the Support of
Children with Cancer (ASK) Display is
a tribute to the courageous spirit and
resilience of children who have gone
through cancer treatment in Central
Virginia. Each photo tries to capture the essence and strength of the child through their
faces (expressions) and their personal quotes. The display will be open to the public at
James Center from August 28 to September 12.

“The children in this exhibit are all fighting the same enemy: cancer. They are brave
soldiers in this battle but most importantly they are soccer players, artists, musicians
and ballerinas. They love hamburgers but are not too keen on veggies. These portraits
show them to be like every other kid.” Anne Cuomo, ASK.

The display will be open to the public at James Center from September 2 to 12. A
reception for families and friends will be held Friday, September 5 at 7:00 p.m. in the
Atrium.

The ASK Display brings attention to childhood cancer and survivorship issues. Treatment
of childhood cancer is one of modern medicine’s success stories. Thirty years ago, few
children with cancer lived, but now almost 75% are cured of their disease. However,

for the 250,000 survivors of childhood cancer living in the U.S., life can come at a high
price. The surgery, radiation, and chemotherapy used to cure children sometimes effects
growing bodies and developing minds.

Headquartered in Richmond, Virginia, The Association for the Support of Children with
Cancer supports children with cancer in Central Virginia. ASK steps in at the time of
diagnosis to provide social, spiritual, emotional and financial support to children and
their families. Their mission since 1975 has been to make life better for children with
cancer. This year, ASK will serve over 500 children, ages newborn to 21 years of age.
